All forms must be completed, signed and notarized,
then uploaded to the National Member Portal and mailed to NMHSRA.

e Parents: Both parents/legal guardians are required to sign all forms! If only one parent is signing, it needs to be
noted the situation. For example: deceased or divorced-sole custody.

e Grade Report: ALL MEMBERS must submit a current grade report signed by the school official and an
eligibility form signed by the school official. Grade Reports need to be uploaded into the National Member
Portal. Grade reports and eligibility forms must be mailed to NMHSRA.



e NMHSRA MEDICAL RELEASE, CONCUSSION FORM, AND CONCUSSION CERTIFICATE - Links for these pages
can be found on the NMHSRA Membership page. These forms must be mailed to NMHSRA.

e Physical: Physical must be completed by a doctor after April 1, 2024. A copy of the physical must be mailed
to NMHSRA.
